Pope Francis on Marriage

In the second chapter of Genesis, in which we read that God created man as the culmination of all Creation and placed him in a beautiful garden so that he could cultivate it. “The Holy Spirit, who inspires all the Bible, suggests for a moment the image of man alone, without woman”. “And it suggests the thought of God, almost the sentiments of God as He watches him, as He observes Adam alone in the garden: he is free, he ids the master, but…. he is alone. And God sees that this is not good, it is a lack of communion, a lack of fullness. “it is not good that the man should be alone; I will make him a helper fit for him.” When after presenting all the other creatures. God finally presents woman to Adam; “the man recognizes that creature, and only her, to be part of him: ‘bone of my bones and flesh of my flesh’ Finally there is reflection, reciprocity. The woman is not a replica of man:  she comes directly from God’s gesture of creation: Indeed, the image of the ‘rib’ does not imply inferiority or subordination, but on the contrary, that man and woman are of the same substance and are complementary. And the fact that, again in the parable.
